Abstracts should stay between 200 and 250 words.
Keywords:  up to 5 keywords, separated by commas.
Introduction
This template serves as a guide for contributors preparing submissions for Multimodus’25 – 2nd International Conference on Sound and Image in Art & Design. It applies to both the initial paper and camera-ready submissions.
Initial paper submissions (before reviews) must be uploaded as PDF files only, while camera-ready papers should be uploaded as both PDF and DOCX files.
Papers should be submitted exclusively through the CMT3 Microsoft Conference Management Toolkit (find the submission link on the conference website).
Length
The length of the paper should stay between 6 (six) and 9 (nine) pages. Each paper will be published as a book chapter in the Conference Proceedings (with ISBN). No additional pages will be accepted. Due to layout reasons, the number of pages must be even. Custom headers or footers are not allowed. Please do not add page numbers.
Double-Blind Review Process
Please note that the conference adopts a double-blind review process. Do omit any references to the authors’ names, institutions or contact details. If you feel the need to share media content that illustrates your artistic/scientific work, please do your best to avoid referencing the authors. We are fully committed to a double-blind review to ensure total impartiality during the reviewing process.
Formatting requirements
When formatting your document, please always adopt the Multimodus (MM) styles that are specific to this template. The predefined style names start with the “MM_” characters followed by the name of the style (e.g. “MM_Abstract_title”).
This is a second-level heading
If you need to structure your sections in more than one heading level, use the “MM_Heading2” style.
This is a third-level heading
If you need to structure your sections in more than two heading levels, you can use the “MM_Heading3” style, although we do not encourage its use due to the relatively small length of the paper.
Main text
The main text should be formatted using the “MM_Normal” style. Please do not manually insert blank lines between paragraphs of the main text (double return key). For highlighting characters in bold, please use the “MM_Char_Bold” style. For italic, use the “MM_Char_Italic” style, and for bold and italic use “MM_Char_BoldItalic”.
Lists
There are three list styles in the template: bulleted list, numbered list and lettered list.
Bulleted lists
Bulleted (unnumbered) lists should use bullets as shown here.
Use the style “MM_List_Bulleted” for bulleted lists.

Figures
Figures should be in line with the text and centred on the page using the “MM_Figure” style. Make sure that the figures have the best quality possible and that they are cited within the main text before they appear in the paper. See below for an example of how to insert figures and figure captions (Figure 1).

Figure caption
Figure captions should be labelled with “Figure” followed by the ordinal number of the figure. Figure captions must be placed below the figure using the “MM_Figure_Caption” style. Within a caption, use soft returns only (i.e. manual line breaks, “Shift-Enter”). Figure captions may not end in a full stop.
Tables
Table captions should be labelled with “Table” followed by the ordinal number of the table. Table captions must be placed above the table in “MM_Table_Caption” style and may not end in a full stop. Within a caption, use soft returns only (i.e. manual line breaks, “Shift-Enter”).
Tables should be centred on the page, whereas the text inside the table cells can be left-aligned (style: “MM_Table_Left”), right-aligned (style: “MM_Table_Right”), centred (style: “MM_Table_Center”), or justified (style: “MM_Table_Justified”). Please, avoid having tables spread over multiple pages. Tables should be cited within the main text before their appearance in the paper. An example of using tables and table captions can be seen below (Table 1).

Use “MM_Table_Left” style for table legends

If a text paragraph follows the table, please leave one blank line between the table and the paragraph. Blank lines are not necessary in cases where the table is followed by a heading, figure, or another table.
Equations
Equations should be left aligned with 1.27 cm left indentation and contain an equation number at the right margin in “MM_Equation” style. Use tab key to move from the equation to the equation number. Equation numbers must be entered manually. Equations should be cited within the main text before their appearance in the paper. An example of using equations can be seen below (Equation 1).

Subscript and superscript characters within the text can be added using the “MM_Char_Subscript” and “MM_Char_Superscript” styles.
Direct quotes
Quotes of the exact words of an author or speaker must be placed inside quotation marks and formatted using the “MM_Direct_Quote” style. For example:
“Lorem ipsum dolor sit amet, consectetur adipiscing elit, sed do eiusmod tempor incididunt ut labore et dolore magna aliqua. Ut enim ad minim veniam, quis nostrud exercitation ullamco laboris nisi ut aliquip ex ea commodo consequat.”
When used in-text, the direct quotes should stay in “MM_Normal” paragraph style and adopt the “MM_Char_Italic” character style, for example: “Ut enim ad minim veniam, quis nostrud”.
Footnotes
Footnotes should be avoided at all costs. However, if footnotes are placed[footnoteRef:1], the footnote text must be formatted[footnoteRef:2] using the “MM_Footnote” style. [1:  Use “References->Insert Footnote” menu option to automatically place a footnote.]  [2:  Footnote text must be in “MM_Footnote” style.] 

Acknowledgements
This template is loosely based on the template provided by the INTERNATIONAL DESIGN CONFERENCE – DESIGN 2022 available on their website. Acknowledgements should use the “MM_Acknowledgement” style under the title “Acknowledgments” with the “MM_Unnumbered_Heading” style.
References
The references heading should be in “MM_Unnumbered_Heading” style. Citations to published work throughout the paper should follow the APA 7th edition.

The main text should include references using the surname(s) of the author(s) and year. Each reference should include the Digital Object Identifier (DOI) if the publication has one. DOI can be found on the reference source website or in the CrossRef database (http://www.crossref.org). 
Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also included in the reference list (and vice versa). Unused references and citations without provided references will be automatically deleted. The list of references must be sorted in alphabetical order.
Appendix A
Appendices (if any) should be in “MM_Normal” style. They should be placed after references, with the title in “MM_Unnumbered_Heading” style and labelled using letters (e.g. Appendix A, Appendix B, Appendix C, etc.). Within the text, appendices must be referenced in the same way, e.g. “Please consult Appendix A for the complete list of questions”. Appendices are included in the 6-page limit.
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
